You can expect the following from me:

· I will discuss academic and behavior concerns with the student and parent as needed. If you have a question or concern, please e-mail me.

· In general, I follow this discipline progression: Initial infraction – name on the board; Another infraction in the same class – 1 point deducted from participation. After 3 infractions  – conference with student; 4th infraction – parent called. Student may miss gym class to complete work that was not done in class. If there are 3 disruptions in the same class, the student will be asked to leave class and the conference will occur as soon as possible. A discipline referral may be written at any point in the process.
